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2.02 GENERAL DESCRIPTION

A. Silent Inspector is a GPS Monitoring and Data Archiving System. Perfect for dredge and scow management.

2.03 SYSTEM REQUIREMENT

A. The Silent Inspector shall have the ability send GPS data every 5 minutes.

B. The Data shall be sent over a wireless GPS cellular modem.

C. The content shall be sent to a secure, password protected website with an Interface and Online Software features provided by the vendors as a Managed Service.

D. The system will operate on 12VDC and have a maximum power consumption of 25W.

2.04 EQUIPMENT

A. All Weather Electronics Enclosure: Constructed of fiberglass polyester NEMA 4x with integrated Data Encoder. Corrosion resistant stainless steel hardware, back plate and locking latches. Brass insert molded and mounting tabs.

1. Communication: Wireless GPS Modem EV-DO Rev. A full duplex transceiver with Dual-Band support for both 800 MHz cellular and 1.9 GHz PCS bands. Forward link up to 3.1 Mbps, receive link 1.8 Mbps and real time GPS reporting.

2. Data Encoder/Server: Data Encoder will provide real-time vessel data collection with local storage capabilities Integration with ship sensors for remote telemetry monitoring and transfer.

A. Interface and Online Software Features
